An Executive order of September 23, 1940 established the Selective Service System to provide a way to obtain
men for military and naval service. Through local boards the System registered, classified, and selected for
induction male citizens and aliens subject to service. DSS Form 304 Alien’s Personal History and Statement
forms were issued to every alien classified by the local board in class I-A, I-A-O, I-B, I-B-O. The completed four
page questionnaire type forms contain a wealth of genealogical information.
